Maybe it is just because | am get-
ting older - but change is difficult!
Since announcing our impending
move to Minneapolis, a lot has
been set into motion - a lot of
change. There are changing rela-
tionships, changing circumstances,
changing living situations, chang-
ing lives. | guess | had not real-
ized how comfortable | had be-
come until it has now all changed.

My wife had her farewell at Re-
deemer on April 18" and we had
to say goodbye to many good
people that we had gotten to
know through the years. | spent
our first years in Atlanta as a lay
member of Redeemer (I was work-
ing then as a carpenter) and | es-
tablished many relationships there.
So, it gave me a little foretaste of
the task | have ahead of saying
goodbye to you - and | know this
will not be easy.

We are putting our house up for
sale and there are many small re-
pairs and some slightly larger cos-
metic changes that we are doing
to make it look its best. Again, it
reminds me of how comfortable |
had become - comfortable with
that house and liking it pretty
much the way it was. The realtor
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has reminded us that potential buy-
ers may not like it just the way we
had it - so change had to come to
our house. More hard work.

We haven't even gotten to the
moving part yet (though we have
packed up some boxes and put
them in storage). Putting things in
boxes, deciding what to save and
throw away, cherishing memories
as the items are packed, remind me
of people, places and things. The
physical work is manageable - it is
the toll on the emotions that is
hard.

Reflecting on all of this change has
made me realize that life is actually
constantly changing. It may not
come in such big doses as | am cur-
rently experiencing that a move
can generate, but change is con-
stantly present. Many of you are
also experiencing major changes in
your lives - brought about by
health, the worsening economy,
relationships and - well - life in gen-
eral.

In the midst of such change we do
have one constant - our relation-
ship with Jesus Christ. When Paul
writes in Romans 8 that nothing
can separate us from the love of
God in Christ Jesus our Lord, he is
speaking from the experience of
one who has gone through radical
change - both good and bad - and
survived. He knows what many of
us who go through change know -
that in spite of the fear and anxiety
the change can produce, our one
constant is Jesus, and from him we
have all that we need - the promise
of life eternal with him.
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That same relationship is
what ties us all together.
And so - as we go through
these many changes, let us
together cling to Jesus - and
he will keep us together
and see us through.
